COOPERATIVE WORK EXPERIENCE COURSES
Cooperative work experience courses include general work experience  courses and occupational work experience courses. General work
experience education is supervised employment intended to assist students in acquiring desirable work habits, attitudes, and career awareness. The work
experience  does not need to be related to the student’s specific educational goals.  In contrast, occupational work experience education is supervised
employment where on-the-job learning relates to the student’s specific educational or occupational goals. Student must not exceed the limit of 16 semester
units of general and occupational work experience combined.
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
